Will of John Ruscoe of  Harless in a parish of Gresford in the County of Denbighshire Labourer deceased 3 April 1820 
This is the last will and Testament of me, John Roscoe of Harless in the parish of Gresford in the County of Denbigh, Labourer, being in health and of sound mind, and memory and understanding, praised be to God for the same. First I order that I may be decently buried at the discretion of any hearin  after named executors and that all right just debts and funeral expenses be fully paid.  I give and bequeath will and directed that my beloved  wife Mary Ruscoe shall be permitted to have the use of all my Household Furniture, goods and Effects during the term of her natural life. And from and after  her decease, I give and bequeath the said  Household Furniture, goods and Effects to be equally divided amongst all and  every my children. If any of my children should die before that time or before they or any of them can make acclaim or demand of the same and have child or children by their first marriage such child or children to have the parents share equally divided amongst them. Also I have a certain sum of Money out at Interest.  The Interest arising therefrom I give and bequeath, will and direct shall be paid annually as the same becomes due to my said  beloved Wife during the term of her natural life and from and after her decease I gave and bequeath the principal sum to each and every of my children to be equally divided amongst them. If any of my children should die before that time or before they or any of them can make a claim or demand of the same and have child or children by their first marriage such child or children to have the parents share equally divided amongst them.  No children by any subsequent marriage to have any claim or demand that thereof. All the rest and residue of my personal estate of what kind and nature soever and Wheresoever, I gave and bequeath the same as before directed and willed. And I do hear by nominate constitute and appoint my brother Daniel Ruscoe and my son John Ruscoe executors of this my last Will and Testament, hereby revoking and making forfeit each or every other Will and Wills at any time heretofore by me made and to declare this to be my last Will and Testament.  In wittness whereof I have set my hand and seal this Twentyfourth day of January in the year of or Lord One Thousand Eight Hundred and Fiftene. Signed seal declared and published by the above named John Roscoe has and his last will and Testament in the presence of us who at his request and in his presence have subscribed our names as witnesses thereto.
